The RCIA process will begin on Tuesday, September 7th 
at 7:00 PM in the Parish Hall.  Anyone interested in learn-
ing more about the Catholic faith, as well as those inter-
ested in becoming sponsors and hospitality team mem-
bers are welcome to attend. 
 
RCIA SPONSORS:  Sponsors play a crucial part of the 
initiation of adults into the Catholic Faith.  Journeying 
with a candidate or catechumen is a faith-filled and re-
warding experience.  No expertise is necessary, just fel-
lowship and support while traveling with the candidate 
as he/continues to walk in Godôs presence. 
  
HOSPITALITY TEAM: Hospitality is at the heart of the 
RCIA process.  Welcoming those who are seeking to 
learn about the Catholic faith, is a response to Godôs call 
to share His presence in the community.  Like the Spon-
sors, those who serve in this ministry give witness to the 
candidates that the people the of St. Thomas  commu-
nity welcome and support them on their journey of faith.  
Responsibilities include setting, serving and cleaning up 
refreshments and mingling with the candidates  before 
each session and during the refreshment time.  Ideally, if 
there are 8 volunteers on the team, each individual 
would need be available only once a month.
